Navigate texts in print and on screen. Record information from a range of non-fiction texts. 


Writing – Explore, identify and create complex sentences using a range of conjunctions. Explore and identify main and subordinate clause in complex sentences. Use the comma to separate clause in complex sentences where the subordinate clause appears first. Read and analyse non-fiction in order to plan and write their own versions. Discuss and record ideas for planning using a range of formats.
